1. For the English teacher.

b. The teacher should teach and give a lot of exercises to the students about how 

to differentiate the use of regular verb and iregular verbsorder to motivate 

them in learning vocabularly , because some students still made mistake when 

they complite the sentences in using iregular verbs and regular verbs.
